Isaiah puts it this way. “Forget the former things; do not dwell on the
past. See, I am doing a new thing! Now it springs up; do you not perceive
it? I am making a way in the desert and streams in the wasteland. The
wild animals honor me, the jackals and the owls, because I provide water
in the desert and streams in the wasteland, to give drink to my people, my
chosen, the people I formed for myself that they may proclaim my praise”.

Not so strangely enough, this year’s Easter celebration will afford us the
wonderful opportunity to do just what Isaiah says to us here.

So, while we will not hesitate to celebrate all that has happened to bring
us to where we are today, that is fifty years of faithful service to the people
of this community, our new goal is to allow God’s Spirit to resurrect us into
this new “mission” oriented body of believers, who are now re-committed to
this ongoing proclamation of praise. I, for one, can hardly wait to see what
God will do. Whatever it is...i.e. Alpha (which is an educational outreach
program), a slate of quarterly speakers/musicians, or even art displays and
the like...will be stupendous, not to mention just what our neighborhood
needs to experience Christ anew.

Abiding Savior 50" Anniversary

The First Year
The state of the world in 1960?

- President Dwight D. Eisenhower, VP Richard M. Nixon.

- American U-2 spy plane piloted by Gary Francis Powers shot down over Russia.

- There are 900 US military advisers in South Vietnam.

- Federal debt-$290.5 billion.

- Unemployment- 5.5%

« Cost of a 1st class stamp- $0.04

- 70 million people watch the presidential debate between Sen. John F. Kennedy and VP Richard
M. Nixon.

- Academy award best picture- Ben-Hur

- Record of the year- Mack the Knife by Bobby Darin

« The film “Psycho” is released.

- The book “To Kill a Mockingbird” is published.

- The first laser is built and Echo 1, the first communication satellite is launched.

- Notable deaths: Boris Pasternak, Emily Post, Lawrence Tibbett, Clark Gable.

Into this time Abiding Savior was created. The Holy Spirit was at work and He arrived here
first. During the beginning of the year the call was issued to Pastor Erich Hoefer by the Board
of American Missions of the American Lutheran Church.

May 22nd was the groundbreaking ceremony, in a horse pasture at the corner of W.
Continental and S. Orange St. In June, Pastor Erich, Marie and their 6 children arrived to begin
the work of establishing Abiding Savior Lutheran Church. The choice of a name for this new
church was made by the family and was based on which church would come first
alphabetically in the phone directory. While the church was under construction, worship
services (first one July 3, 1960) were held in the Western Floor Coverings display room, a
business of charter member Lawrence Vehling. This is the site of the current Napa Auto Parts
on Scottsdale Rd. During these worship services, Marie Hoefer played on a folding Army organ
she had used in their Tucson church. Bulletins were printed on a mimeograph machine on
their back patio.

On September 11th the first worship service on site was in the newly constructed Parish Hall
and Church Office. This building, after remodeling, is now used as the Church Office and
Nursery.



November 9, 1960 was the official adoption of the constitution and by-laws. The church
council members were elected with George Graf serving as President. Secretary/Treasurer was
Albert Smith. The Elders were Floyd Taylor, John Spitzer, Cecil Saul. Deacons: Verne Snyder,
Carl Vanselow, Carl Biehler. Trustees: Lawrence Vehling, Wesley Backes, Marion Gaskins, and
Albert Stambaugh.

This then becomes the BIRTHDAY of Abiding Savior Lutheran Church.

Construction was completed on the Sanctuary and the first worship service was held there on
December 18. This building serves as the Parish Hall and is how known as Hestad Hall. This
Sanctuary was built using the same blueprints as Concordia Lutheran Church on the West side
of Phoenix, as a practical money saving action.

The statistics from July to December are: Baptized members 209, Confirmed members 120,
Pupils in Sunday School 139, pupils in confirmation instruction 25.

On January 4,1961 the Altar Guild was formed with Doris Gaskins serving as chair.

Co-chair Wilma Reinig and members Lila Anderson, Beverly Andersen, Clara Roberts, Myrtle
Stambaugh, Bette Graf and Ione Biehler.

At the end of 1960 Pastor Erich wrote this message:

There is no need to say that the Lord has mightily blessed Abiding Savior during six brief
months of work. Our problem is not to seek to prove that the Lord is on our side! He has
promised again and again saying, “Lo, I am with you always.” The burden of proof is this, “Are
we on the Lord's side?” Are we truly willing to be used of Him to be a blessing to those to
whom the Lord has made us responsible in our community? Do we dare to stand up and be a
witness for Christ? God grant that you and I will dare to accept our responsibilities with our
Time, Our Talents and with our Wealth.

But really, the greatest question is not simply what are we willing to do for God, but what are
we willing to let God do for us. Only as we become and remain faithful to the Word of God in
church and out of church and to the Holy Sacraments, will He be able to cause us to become
the kind of folks who can serve effectively. If we do not generously feast upon His Word, we

will be very anemic in our witness.

We are still standing at the very threshold of a thrilling future. Abiding Savior will be the kind
of Church ten years from now that we make it during the next two years. Let's make it a
warm-hearted congregation of Christians who love each other and are concerned about ALL.
Let's make it a congregation which prays daily also for its pastor.
