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A Note From The Pastor... 
     What follows is an example of the way someone, like myself, goes about making ñlemonade out of lemons.ò  

And it has to do with an honest critique of the present, monthly shortfall of $4,000.00 at our Abiding Savior 

Church.   It is the same situation I disclosed during my sermon time with you just two Sundays ago. 

     My intent, then, as now, was only to alert you to the reality of what it means to be the Church in these times.  

We have had a marvelous run the last eight years.  Because of favorable circumstances, and your obvious gener-

osity, we have never really needed to come to you openly asking for ñeverybodyôsò increased support of this 

ministry we share in Christ Jesus.   Those once favorable circumstances have clearly changed.  Time has taken 

its toll; and so have the focus, mindset, and general interest of those around us.  

     This reality is most clearly seen in the circumstance which led to our ñcelebrationò of last Sunday.  Bitter-

sweet as it was for all who were able to attend, it most certainly demonstrated the stark difference between what 

was once, and now is.  There is no question but that our role in this community is in flux.  How we listen, and 

then respond, to what, I believe, is Godôs new call to ministry will make, for us, all the difference in the world!   

     And here, then, is where the proverbial ñrubber meets the road.ò   Neither I, nor your Church Council, is ask-

ing you to grow in your financial support of a seemingly weakened institution.  Nobody, including me, wants to 

do that.  But what I am asking is thiséthat you join me in making the following three items your goals for the 

coming months.  They areé 

1. Seeking Godôs guidance, through Bible reflection and prayer, understanding that God always has a ñplanò 

for His people.  We just donôt know what it is yet.  But given our participation in this practice, there is no doubt 

but that God will reveal it to us.  It only takes faith tempered by endurance. 

2. Sharing the ñthoughts and ideasò laid upon your heart by the prompting of Godôs Spirit.  Not any one of us 

has a corner on determining the direction this congregation should take in reaching our community with the sav-

ing message of Godôs love and grace.  Every voice has a right to be heard.  So please, if led, feel free to speak; 

and I promise all will listen. 

3. And making ñgrowthò your number one priority.  As the Apostle Paul writes in Ephesians 4:  

ñAnd He [the Messiah] personally gave some to be apostles, some prophets, some evangelists, 

some pastors and teachers, for the training of the saints in the work of ministry, to build up the 

body of Christ, until we all reach unity in the faith and in the knowledge of Godôs Son, growing 

into a mature person with a stature measured by Christôs fullness.  Then we will no longer be 

little children, tossed by the waves and blown around by every wind of teaching, by human cun-

ning with cleverness in the techniques of deceit.  But speaking the truth in love, let us grow in 

every way into Him who is the head---Christ.  From Him the whole body, fitted and knit together 

by every supporting ligament, promotes the growth of the body for building up itself in love by 

the proper working of each individual part.ò  

     Again, there is no denying that things are a bit difficult right now.   But God is still with us.  And His Spirit is 

still moving within and among us.  Whatôs most important is that we continue to do the work of living out our 

faith in ways that do justice to His Son and demonstrate our love for the entire world.  By this, both God and 

neighbors will know we are unflinching in our commitment to remain a vital presence in this place.

Some information about Thrivent for Lutherans  

From time to time you hear me talk about Thrivent.   Recently I have asked all the Thrivent members at Abiding Savior to 

vote for their favorite charity.  

In another spot in this newsletter, you will see that Thrivent gave Women's Ministry $1300.   The following is some informa-

tion about Thrivent that you may not know and that may be very helpful to you in your financial planning.  

Thrivent Financial for Lutherans, is a faith -based, not -for -profit financial organization with approximately 2.6 million mem-

bers.  

Thrivent works with their members to create and support outreach programs and activities that help congregations, schools, 

charitable groups and individuals in need.   They also work through their foundations to provide grants, gifts and assistance to 

Lutheran organizations and other causes.  

One of the biggest services Thrivent offers its members is an advisory process that guides members and helps them make 

financial decisions based on their values, goals and personal situations.   

On a personal level, I had a 401k that had been sitting in my credit union for years and it was paying out annually.   It was 

earning virtually no income and the annual payment did not serve our needs.   After talking to Thrivent, they were able to move 

the balance of the funds into their program and arrange for the payout to be monthly and for the balance to last much 

longer.  

Thrivent derives their income and ability to give back to the community from the money that is invested with them.   They 

have extra funds to return to the community because they do not have to show investors a profit.  

You can become a Thrivent member for as little as $10 a year and this benefits Abiding Savior when we ask for funds be-

cause Thrivent wants to know how many members work on our projects.  

Thrivent for Lutherans strong point is their Financial Advisors who will spend time with you to go over your financial goals and 

help you to see where you could do better or even to tell you that you are on the right track.   You do not have to have a big 

income or savings for Thrivent to work with you.   For those of us with modest incomes, maximizing our finances is a priority.

We wish the very best to the 
teachers that have served the school, many who  have 
worked at the school for the last 20 years, including 
the director Barbara McElrath who has been there 
for 25 years.  Most of the teachers leaving are hoping 
to continue working with children.
