We have had to change florists.  The florist who has provided flowers for years has given us notice that 

we are not paying nearly enough for our Sunday bouquets.  His price jumped from $25 to $40 plus the cost of 

delivery. 

We have decided to use a florist that is very close to the church so we can pick up the bouquets 

ourselves rather than pay for delivery.  The owner of ñThe Flower Cartò in Papago Plaza is very excited about 

doing our Sunday flowers.  The cost will be $28 for each bouquet and this includes tax. 

We will be using a bouquet of artificial flowers on our altar on the Sundays that we do not have a 

congregation member paying for flowers. 

This has been a different year for flowers.  In the past, most Sundays have been spoken for and 

sometimes we have had requests from more than one family that wanted flowers in memory of loved ones or for 

celebrations.  This year we had a lot more Sundays that were not ñspokenò for and the church paid for the 

flowers.  We also had several occasions when someone has requested flowers in memory of loved ones and 

carefully listed all the names to be remembered but did not put in their own name.  There was no way to know if 

we were ever reimbursed for those flowers.  We cannot order flowers if we do not know who will be paying for 

them.  Flowers are not a budgeted item and it is up to each congregation member who orders flowers to put a 

donation into their envelope to cover the cost. 

This is a time of transition for many things at Abiding Savior but we will triumph if we all stay positive.
