     One of the things that excited so many of us about joining Lutheran Congregations in 

Mission for Christ is the freedom to do really ñhands-onò kinds of ministry activities.  

So often, within the ELCA, we were sending monies out to committees, and the like, 

who made decisions for us, as it related to who should receive the help.   And in virtu-

ally every instance, the recipients were anonymous to us. 

     Because of our newly formed association with LCMC, this need never again be the 

case for us.  Even now we are actively involved in reaching out in aid to those in need.  

And the real beauty of it is thiséeach of us is experiencing the blessing of actually get-

ting to know the other.  Now thereôs novelty for you! 

     The first is this precious little lady named Rafaela, whose mobile home was recently 

severely damaged by fire.  As mentioned at worship a couple of weeks ago, many of us 

have believed it to be our ñcallingò to make the repair of her home a ministry priority.  

But again, it is not about the repairs.  The repairs will be made and she will be back in a 

nicely redone environment.  Whatôs most exciting, though, is the opportunity we are be-

ing given to do something special for someone in need, while actually being there to do 

it.  She is already calling us her ñangelsò; and this, alone, is enough to make it all worth-

while! 

     The second relates to the missionary work made known to us through the recent pres-

ence of Pastor Daniel Banja.  In the course of visiting with him, and being moved by his 

plight, it came to me that it might just be possible to cover his need; and do it in a way 

that would actually get him back to his family and ministry much more quickly than 

presently indicated.  

     So this is what I did.  I visited our local Compass Bank, where I opened a special ac-

count called the ñUganda Mission Projectò.  Into that account, I transferred $500.00.  

These are monies from the pastorôs discretionary fund.  I then lobbied LCMC for a list 

that included the e-mails of all the pastors within the association.   They have since been 

incorporated into my computer bank and are now ready to be used in garnering support 

for Pastor Danielôs ministry.  What I am doing right now, alongside writing this little 

letter, is composing a draft of what I soon hope to send to this long list of pastors.

In Genesis 

4, it is that we are, if fact, our ñbrothersô keeper.ò and cannot, therefore, skirt our responsibility to make our-

selves available for those in need.  In Johnôs First Letter, it is this: ñThis is how we have come to know love: 

He laid down His life for us.  We should also lay down our lives for our brothers.  If anyone has this 

worldôs goods and sees his brother in need but shuts off his compassion from himðhow can Godôs love re-

side in him?  Little children, we must not love in word or speech, but in deed and truth; that is how we will 

know we are of the truth.ò  In neither case are we allowed to ignore the call to respond appropriately. 

     God is great!  And in His greatness, He has seen fit to bless us with the opportunity to act upon these two 

extraordinary needs.  I am so excited that I can hardly contain myself.  The joy I am feeling, even as I write, is 

beyond description.  I pray it might become the same for you.

Hope everyone is having a great summer and keeping cool.   Our healthy living class is taking the summer off and we 

start again on September 1 st .  Those of you in the class, please continue your healthy eating and exercise at 

home.  Scottsdale Health Care will be here in October to run the post -class screening lab work.   If anyone new 

would like to join our class we would love to see you in September.  

There is an organization called Head To Toe Therapy, Inc. , they are a clinic that meets the needs of special needs 

children. They provide, Speech, Occupational, and Physical therapy for children of special need.   Many people, even 

those with health insurance or those in a higher income bracket, can still be eligible for AZEIP or DDD and get 

free services at this clinic. For the State of Arizona the eligibility is based on the needs of the child. In the next 

month or two, Head to Toe will be here offering free  screening for children. So if you have or know someone who 

has a child who needs speech therapy, has ADD, Multiple Sclerosis, Muscular Dystrophy, any special needs, let me 

know.
