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A Note From The Pastor... 

Brothers and Sisters in Christ: Grace in this season, and peace in the One who makes it so, 

even Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.  

One of my favorite books during the seminary years was entitled, The Eternal Now. Writ-

ten by then famous and influential writer, Paul Tillich, it not only dared to explore the na-

ture of the ñeternalò, but also consider the impact it might have on all periods of human 

existence ï past, present, and future. In one place, he puts it this way: ñThe mystery of the 

future and the mystery of the past are united in the mystery of the present. Our time, 

the time we have, is the time in which we have ñpresence.ò But how can we have 

ñpresenceò? Is not the present moment gone when we think of it? Is not the present 

the ever-moving boundary line between past and future? But a moving boundary is 

not a place to stand upon. If nothing were given to us except the ñno moreò of the past 

and the ñnot yetò of the future, we would not have anything. We could not speak of 

the time that is our time; we would not have ñpresence.ò The mystery is that we have 

a present; and even more, that we have our future also because we anticipate it in the 

present; and that we have our past also, because we remember it in the present. In the 

present our future and our past are ours. (Page 130).  

This is how Mr. Tillich goes about grasping the ñeternalò. Reading on, one quickly sees 

what he perceives this to be, that is a riddle of sorts that cannot be explained without allow-

ing for the possibility that it be something which ñcomprises all time and lies beyond itò. 

The eternal, says Tillich, is the ñone power that surpasses the all-consuming power of 

time: He Who was and is and is to come, the beginning and the end. He gives us for-

giveness for what has passed. He gives us courage for what is to come. He gives us rest 

in His eternal presenceò. (Page 132).  

The elder, whom we will, for these circumstances, acknowledge as John, speaks about this 

as well. In the initial verses of his first letter he writes, ñWe declare to you what was from 

the beginning, what we have heard, what we have seen with our eyes, what we have 

looked at and touched with our hands, concerning the word of lifeðthis life was re-

vealed, and we have seen it and testify to it, and declare to you the eternal life that was 

with the Father and was revealed to us. We are writing these things so that your/our joy 

may be complete.ò (Chapter 1:1-2, 4). What is John saying, but that, with the Christ, the 

ñeternalò comes to reside right, smack in the middle of our present reality? This, I want to 

say, is as much a part of our Easter experience as anything else. As Godôs ñEaster peopleò, 

it is time to take it in; and to do it now!
