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A Note From The Pastor... 

     Brothers and Sisters with me:  Grace and peace from God, our Father, and our Savior, the 

Lord Jesus Christ.  Amen. 

     With increasing fervor, I am coming to the conclusion that life is better spent in the simple, 

yet highly focused, pursuit of Christ alone.  This is not to say that other aspects of the Christian 

life have no significant impact on the way we go about living out our days.  But the fact re-

mainséknowing Jesus and him crucified is all that truly matters. 

     Even the Apostle Paul agrees, when he writes: ñWhen I came to you, brothers, I did not 

come with eloquence or superior wisdom as I proclaimed to you the testimony about God.  

For I resolved to know nothing while I was with you except Jesus Christ and him crucified.  I 

came to you in weakness and fear, and with much trembling.  My message and my preaching 

were not with wise and persuasive words, but with demonstration of the Spiritôs power, so that 

your faith might not rest on menôs wisdom, but on Godôs powerò.  

     I fear that too often we have allowed the more worldly parts of our thought processes to dic-

tate our spiritual direction.  A perfect example of this can be found in the way the church ran 

things in the many years prior to the ñReformation.ò  During that time, human interpretations of 

what the Scriptures said were formulated into a set of instructions called ñCanon Law.ò  And it 

was this set of instructions which, having incorporated little or nothing of Christ into them, held 

sway over all aspects of church life. 

     Now, please donôt get me wrong here.  Itôs not that I am saying the mind is without value. It 

is, after-all, God given and must be appreciated in that regard.  When the Spirit and mind are 

healthfully connected, positive things happen.  In the church, we call this ñdoctrine.ò  And 

ñLutheranismò has, quite frankly, provided some of the best of that over the years. 

      But, the fact remains that no amount of doctrinal immersion will bring about our much 

needed transformation.  Only a person can do that.  And Jesus is that person.  It goes even 

deeper than what some have touted as the necessity of having a ñpersonal relationshipò with 

Christ.  For, as it actually turns out, this is really nothing more than another form of doctrinal 

importation.  In other words, words mean little when there is nothing substantial behind them 

that will, in turn, back them up.   

     That is, except the Word made flesh.  This is the one with whom we are encouraged to con-

nect.  This is the one through whom we are challenged to find better ways to learn and grow.  

And this is the one in whom we have been set aside to experience a union, so deep in its nature, 

that absolutely nothing in this world can break its bonds and turn us away from him. 

     This, I would argue, is the essence of real power; the stuff out of which real change takes 

place.  Join me this fall in seeking this one who has the key to this power.  His name is Jesus; 

and heôs simply waiting for us to come.  But this time, and always, with NO HOLDS BARRED!
